WHAT’S NEW (PLEASE READ)

e 2026 Membership fees will remain the same prices as in 2025. However, HST will be added to the final
amount as we are required to submit HST to CRA

e The 2026 new door lock code will be emailed to you - once we have processed your membership
registration. Please do not share the door code with non BTC members. When entering the courts, ensure
the door is closed properly and be mindful of who you let into the courts.

e Registration for Stroke of the Week programs will slightly change, by automatically registering the first
member on the waitlist when a spot becomes available. IF you are unable to make the program, please
ensure you cancel your registration to allow other members on the waitlist to attend the program

REMINDERS (PLEASE READ)

e Remember to cancel your reservation if you or your partner(s) are unable to play. This is to allow fair play
to other members trying to reserve court time. During Prime-time hours, all members listed on the
reservation are considered a NO-SHOW if they have not checked-in within the first 10 minutes of the
reservation, you will then be sent a warning for the NO-SHOW. If you have 2 NO-SHOWS, you WILL
LOSE OF COURT RESERVATION PRIVILEGES for ONE WEEK and will only be able to reserve a
court by the court attendant.

e During Prime-time hours no baskets of balls will be allowed. Lessons through the NTS will be exempt.
Failure to do will result in a LOSS OF COURT RESERVATION PRIVILEGES for ONE WEEK

e Remember to check-in with the court attendant on duty before your court time. If you have not checked in,
the court attendant will visit each court during the beginning of play to check members in

e There will be no court attendants on weekdays during daytime hours. Players must book courts using
CourtReserve.

e Please make sure to review rules on court booking later in this booklet

ALL levels are welcome to this round robin doubles
event. Each round is 20 mins in length (with a 5 min warm-up). Players will then move one spot to the left,
for the chance to play with different players.

BOOKING RULES (MEMBERS ONLY)

You can book a court up to a maximum of 48 hours in advance and must be made at least 1 hour before the court
time.

Members can reserve a court using our online reservation system CourtReserve
(https://app.courtreserve.com/Account/Login) .

To ensure everyone has a fair chance to play, back-to-back court bookings will not be permitted. In other words,
neither you nor your playing partner(s) will be allowed to book two consecutive hours. (Example: If you have a
reservation for a court for 1:00pm, then the next possible reservation would be at 3:00 pm.). When making the
CourtReserve reservation, all players (singles OR doubles) must be identified in the booking.

Please note that you may be permitted to continue playing on the court you booked if there is no one after you.
If there is someone after you, you can move to an adjacent court. Otherwise, your time is up.

Out of courtesy to other players, if they are unable to play, we urge members to cancel their booking. During
Prime-time hours, all members listed on the reservation are considered a NO-SHOW if they have not checked-
in within the first 10 minutes of the reservation, you will then be sent a warning for the NO-SHOW. If you
have 2 NO-SHOWS, you will lose court reservation privileges for ONE WEEK and will only be able to reserve
a court by the court attendant.

The Club will continue to monitor court bookings to make certain BOOKING rules are followed. If a member
tries to book two consecutive hours, we will cancel the second hour of your double booking and allow someone
else to take the court. The Club will notify you of the cancellation.

Courts 1-4 will be booked on the 2 hour, and courts 5-8 on the hour. If you want to book a specific court, you must
comply with the time schedule for this court. (i.e. court 5 may be booked for 5:00 or 6:00, but not for 6:30. These
times will be strictly enforced. However, they are subject to change because of programming.

During Prime Time (see times below), all courts must have a minimum of 2 players and no baskets of balls will

be allowed. Lessons through the NTS will be exempt. Failure to do will result in a LOSS OF COURT
RESERVATION PRIVILEGES for ONE WEEK

The following take precedence over the above booking rules:

e House League play
e Club events such as socials, house league, and tournaments

Prime Time Hours are defined as:
Monday to Friday: 5:00 pm to 10:00 pm

Saturday and Sunday: 7:00 am to 1:00 pm
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GUEST FEES

Guests must pay an hourly fee of $15 (HST included).
Guests must be accompanied by a member when booking online.

Payment must be made online at the time the reservation is made

It is the member who books and pays for the guest.

Walk-on guests can play without a member, but they must pay before they begin play.

BTC members are responsible for their guests and should acquaint them with the Club rules.

Non-members are not permitted to play in any BTC programs or socials. The same goes for tournaments,
other than the Phil LeBlanc Memorial Tournament (PLMT).

To assist new members and others looking for a playing partner, please look for the contact information for
others interested in a match on CourtReserve. Registration for Looking for a Game will be open beginning in
May.

TENNIS BALLS

e New tennis balls are provided by the Club for House League matches. These balls are then used for Club
Social nights and Round Robins.

e Balls are available for sale at the club house for $7 for a can of 3 balls (HST included).

HOUSE LEAGUE

e The Club will continue with the House league on Thursday nights, beginning May 21

e We will also continue with a rating system for new players who wish to join the House league. The rating
system helps us not only in organizing the House League teams but also helps setting up the tennis ladders
and looking for a game

o The rating involves an assessment on all facets of the game using the USTA rating system

(information about the rating system is posted at the clubhouse)
o The rating sessions will be held on May 12-14.
o New players to the house league will be contacted to arrange for a rating session.

House League is intended for Intermediate/Advanced level players.

Play will consist of a team format.

Commitment Fee: $10.00 per player. (Fee helps to cover cost of tennis balls)

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BARRHAVEN TENNIS CLUB RULES

Responsibility of Membership
e Membership of the club is contingent on acceptance of and compliance with the Club Rules.
e Enforcement of the Rules is the responsibility of the Executive, court attendants and Club Members.

e Complaints should be made in writing to the Executive Committee c/o of the Club House.

Safety

e Young children (not playing tennis), pets, skateboards, bicycles, lawn chairs and roller skates are strictly
prohibited from being on the courts.

e No glass containers are permitted on the courts.

e Litter must be placed in the containers provided.

Dress & Conduct

e Proper tennis clothing (including a top) is required on court. Track suits are acceptable. Cut offs, jeans, and
beach wear are NOT acceptable.

e Soft-soled regulation tennis shoes must be worn on court - no exceptions.

e Throwing of tennis equipment, smashing balls into the fence, abusive language and other disruptive
behavior WILL NOT be tolerated and will result in the player losing his playing privileges.

e Disrespectful behavior towards fellow members, court attendants WILL NOT be tolerated and will result in
losing playing privileges.
When entering your court

e Please do not walk across other courts when a match is in progress Wait until the point has been played,
then walk quickly behind the baseline to your court

e Avoid unnecessary crossings (ideally limited to the beginning and end of your scheduled time)

e Ifpeople are already on your court, don’t disturb them until their time is up

Etiquette (some reminders)

e Minimize the use of extra practice balls to minimize disruption to play on adjacent courts

e When your ball enters another court, please wait for the other players to finish playing the point before
calling for your ball. Do not enter their court, unless permission has been given

e Ifa ball rolls onto your court from an adjacent court:
a) Ifyou are rallying and not playing a game - stop playing and return the ball
b) Ifa point is in progress- if the ball disturbs either you or your opponent, stop playing immediately
and return the ball, or else return the ball at the completion of the point.
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e If your opponent has served a fault and the ball is outside the playing area, wait until your opponent’s
second serve is over before retrieving the ball. Interruptions between the first and second serve will disturb
your opponent’s rhythm.

e Limit conversations to meetings at the net during crossovers when there are active matches taking place
around you.

e FEach player is responsible for line calls on their side of the net. If in doubt, it is better to err by calling “out”
balls “in” than calling “in” balls “out”. If a ball has touched even a portion of the line, it is “in”. Never call
lines on your opponent’s side of the court, unless your opponent asks for your help

e Avoid arguments with your opponent:
a) To avoid disagreements about the score, call the game score before each game, and the point score
before each serve,
b) If you cannot agree on the score, consider returning to last score on which there is agreement.

e Be positive - have fun!
